Students from the feeder elementary schools are attending Sutton at greater rates than they have in 

the past. Although this is an exciting development, it has resulted in Sutton’s planning capacity of 1040 

being exceeded. Sutton’s current enrollment is approximately 1052 students. Next year, we anticipate 

the enrollment growing to approximately 1169 students and to 1340 students in the 2011-2012 school 

year. The district is proposing both a short-term and a long term solution to this overcrowding problem.
